PLEASE NOTE PRE ENTRY IS REQUIRED FOR BOTH  THE INDIVIDUAL & TEAM  CLASSES

There will be three riders in each team. Senior pupils are eligible to compete as long as they were at school during the Summer Term 2010.

All team competitors receive a souvenir rosette. The perpetual trophies are awarded for one year, to the winning school.  There is a turnout award in each of the team sections. The trophies remain the property of Jumps EC and must be returned when requested.

NB.The team competition takes precedence over the Individual Competition. Competitors must walk the course before the start of their team section.
The Individual Competition

This competition is open to all. Competitors need not be members of a team.
Competitors may compete in more than one section as long as they meet the age criteria. They may compete on more than one horse or pony

In the Individual Competition there will be two rounds, run under BSJA rules

Horses/Ponies who go clear in the first round, will jump a second timed round over a raised course.

It is requested that all competitors wear show jackets or school blazers and the Teams wear an identifying tie, sash or numnah
· Hard hats  must be worn at all times when mounted  with the chin strap fastened
· Long  Hair must be securely tied back preferably in a hairnet. Jewellery is not permitted
