Scottish Schools Summer Showjumping Championships 2009
The annual Scottish schools showjumping championships were held at Jumps Equestrian Centre Carluke on Sunday 14 June. The organizers were pleased to welcome teams from Ayrshire Clackmannanshire, Edinburgh,  Fife, Glasgow, Mid Lothian, North Lanarkshire Renfrewshire and Stirlingshire .A number of the schools sent   several competitors.
The format of the day meant that the youngest riders were in the arena first and the 10 & under produced a two competitor jump off. First to go was a previous champion Amanda Watt representing Clarkston Primary School with her pony Huckleberry Flynn. Unfortunately she incurred four faults at the final  fence and completed the shortened track in 28.47secs. Amanda’s rival for the title was nine year old Trudie Marshall representing Dollar Academy with her pony Moorhall Panache. Trudie also had four faults at fence four but picked up her pace and finished in the quicker time of 27.99  thus taking the title and the trophy back to Clackmannshire.
The Mini major Championship saw ten riders vying for the trophy and six placings. Ailsa Noble had two rides in the jump off and was the pathfinder on Topper she had a nice clear and her time of 35.85 put her fourth place. Next to go  was the rider from Grangemouth High School, Danielle Allan with her pony Katie Danielle  shaved three second from Ailsa’s standard but she was beaten into second place by Sara Mohammed representing Duiddingston Primary School Edinburgh. Sara’s time with Hot Fudge  of   31.32 proved to be unbeatable . 
The gentle  75cms  track set for the Junior riders enabled nineteen riders  to go  through to the seven fence jump off.  From the twelve double clears Rebecca Forbes  on Daddy’s Gift  from St Davids High School, Dalkeith was in sparkling  form and won the class two seconds ahead of Mary Erskine pupil Isla Mowat who was riding Irish Double Cream. Beaconhurst and Madras College were also represented in the line up.  
The Senior Open Individual Class had thirty combinations on the declaration board, of these  six were horses competing for the dedicated horse trophy. Course Designer Cassie Freeman’s testing track included a water tray and a style. Eleven experienced riders went through to the jump off, six of these being  ponies. The jump off was over a raised shortened track. In the pony section nobody achieved a double clear round, however  it was Mary Erskine pupil Isla Mowat on Irish Double Cream who recorded the fastest time of 30.28secs  just ahead of the Loudoun representative Alix Guthrie riding Surprise Package II  round the track in 31.82secs.
Loudoun were having a successful day as Jennifer Harbison in her final term at the school, headed the line up taking the title in the Senior Horse section riding the lovely grey Marquis Diamond. Double clear rounds were also achieved by Dollar Academy’s Rosie Keith and the Madras College combination of Gemma McGregor on Edenside Big Ben.

The Championships were  in the outdoor arena on the all weather surface. Unfortunately the rain that had threatened during the afternoon arrived just as the team section commenced, However  the riders and spectators braved the storm and cheered two Edinburgh schools to victory Mary Erskine  took the Junior title and it was the students from George Heriots who reigned supreme in the Senior Team section.
