RIVALS CUP SPRING TEAM SHOWJUMPING CHALLENGE

Teams converged on Jumps Equestrian Centre Carluke  for the fourth annual ‘Rivals Cup’ team showjumping event on Sunday 16 March 2008. The declaration board heralded teams from Ayrshire, Fife. the  Lothian, the Scottish Borders as well as local teams. The organizers were particularly pleased to welcome new competitors from Denny High School, Lornshill Academy and St Mary’s School Melrose. Within the eighteen  teams declared, four were representing Pony Clubs and were vying not only for the Rivals Cup Trophy but the Springal Cup for the highest placed Pony Club. The ten school teams entered also had the opportunity to compete for the Springwell Trophy for the highest placed school team. 
The format of the competition is for each of the four team members to jump a showjumping round. Each member competes at a different height from 65cms through to 75cms. Teams with the least number of faults go through to a second round. A number of teams were reduced to three members but this did not adversely affect the final outcome.

Following the completion of the first round of the event five  teams registered zero faults  and a further seven teams went through carrying forward scores of four faults each. Within this mix were five school teams and three pony club teams including the 2007 Champions Loudoun Academy and Dalkeith Divas The second rounds had the additional excitement of these teams trying to hold on to the advantage gained in the first section of the competition. The anticipation went to the wire as it was left to riders in the final 95cms round to determine the outcome as to who went through to the final six fence jump off track

The team captains  and Chef d’ Equipe’s nominated one rider to rise to the challenge and jump off for their team at 90cms.

  A hush descended over the packed grandstand as the final part of the competition commenced.  Ten teams were required to jump off to ascertain the final positions.

Four teams finished the first two sections of the competition on a zero scores.  They were placed in a drawn order by BSJA judge June Edgar. First to enter the flower filled arena for the third time  was Rebecca Gatherum riding her grey mare Uptown Girl for Bell Baxter High School in Fife. Rebecca set a good standard at 28.70secs but incurred four faults at the second part of the double however this was good enough to ensure that the Springwell Cup travelled back to Bell Baxter High School in Fife. Janice Gladstone for the Dalkeith Devils also had faults at the same fence. Riding for the Dalkeith Pony Club  Rebecca  Forbes and  Windmill Boy who were part of the winning team in 2007 came into  the arena and the audience held its breath. Rebecca’s nerve held as she rode a faultless round in a time of 28.24secs. Last to go Robyn Macrae for the Over Dalketh Team of Katie’s Mean Girls  had  a hard act to follow Riding  Simply Tara the   partnership also  had a pole down and therefore handed the crown to the Dalkeith Divas. 

The 2007 Schools Champions Loudoun Academy were placed in fifth position overall and were the reserve schools champions Alix Guthrie rode a fine jump off in a time of 28.27 but the team was unfortunately carrying a four fault penalty through from previous rounds.

The young school team from St Mary’s Melrose put in a great performance to finish seventh overall and in fourth place in the schools section.
The presentations of the Trophies were made by supporters of the event: Alison Brown Chef d Equipe George Heriots School Edinburgh, Ruth Ball from Dalkeith and District Pony Club and  Sandra Smith a regular Jumps supporter

The team at Jumps  would like to thank all the team organizers and the competitors who travelled considerable distances to participate in this event. We take your comments on board and look forward to welcoming you again in the future.

There are team events scheduled at Jumps Equestrian Centre in April and June.
