SCOTTISH SCHOOLS TEAM & INDIVIDUAL SHOWJUMPING CHAMPIONSHIPS

SUNDAY 7 SEPTEMBER 2008

The annual team and individual show jumping championships were held at Jumps Equestrian Centre Carluke. Due to the horrendous weather conditions prior to the show, all the classes were moved to the Indoor Arena. The Arena was bedecked with flowers as befitted the occasion. As on previous occasions, schools from a variety of areas were represented:  including Ayrshire, Clackmannanshire,  Edinburgh and its environs together with  The Borders and schools  in the Lanarkshire region. 
The day commenced with the individual First Ridden  Championships for the youngest competitors Eight year old Amanda Watt representing Clarkston Primary School North Lanarkshire lifted the trophy on her black pony Huckleberry Flynn. Amanda’s time of 32.96 proved to be unbeatable but Heather Waugh  and Goldie representing the local Morningside Primary School  produced a double clear round in a time of 44.54  and were placed second, claiming third place with the only other double clear was Adam Pilkington of George Heriots School Edinburgh.
There were seventeen numbers on the declaration board for the Mini/Major individual championship and from these thirteen combinations went clear, to go forward to the timed jump off. This was a highly charged affair after third to go Amanda Watt, the winner of the previous class, stopped the clock at 24.77 seconds. Amanda held on to her  lead until Sarah McIntyre riding Frosty’s Freeway for Stranraer Academy took two seconds off this standard. However,  Rowan Ball on the veteran pony Tee Cee  riding for Mary Erskine School Edinburgh claimed the Mini Major 12 & under title in a remarkable  time of 22.45 seconds. Eight riders achieved double clears in this section  and were rewarded. Mrs Adrena Forbes made the presentations.
The Junior Individual Championships for those aged 14 & under proved to be popular with the competitors and fifteen combinations went through to the timed jump off.  Only tenths of a second  separated the winning combinations. The Watt sisters from North Lanarkshire were in sparkling form and Laura followed in her little sisters footsteps to take the Junior title.  Her time of 17.59 eclipsed a former winner Rebecca Forbes who had to settle for second place on her pony Windmill Boy and fourth with her second ride Daddy’s Gift. Also represented in the line up with two ponies was Danielle Allan from Fife.  Jessica Marr from Stranraer Academy with Limited Edition, Isla Mowat on Irish Double Cream riding for Mary Erskine. and Synnove Karlson representing Lomond School Helensburgh.
The Senior Individual Championships is traditionally split into two sections.  One for  horses the other for pony combinations and two trophies are on offer. Five horses made it through to the six fence jump off, which was raised to 90cms  and included a water hazard. Three of the competitors completed double clear rounds but it was Claire Hancock riding the coloured horse Chuckle Time who was the fastest in a time of 23.39 ahead of her fellow Galashiels Academy competitor Jenni Armstrong who was aboard Cisco Kid.  Nine pony combinations made it through to their separate jump off and of these five had double clear rounds. Rebecca Forbes a regular competitor at schools events on her ponies has now moved to St David’s High School Dalkeith Rebecca  took  the title on Windmill Boy and can have her name on perpetual trophy for the second time this time with her high school. Jenni Little a fresher at the Scottish Schools Championships was placed second for Langholm Academy. Emma Pilkington riding her new pony Lenamore Bianca stood in third place for George Heriots  two Lanarkshire riders made it into the awards Carluke High school pupil Eilidh Mclaughlin. and  Laura Watt with her second ride Peek a boo Sam 
The format  of  the Scottish Schools Summer Championships is to have  three team sections. In the Mini/ Major for 12 & under riders it was the Mary Erskine  team of Rowan Ball, Isla Mowat  and Ailsa Noble who rode superbly and were clear throughout the two rounds of the competition. This enabled them to take the title. The presentations were made by Mrs Annette Noble and the team  proudly held the trophy aloft  giving  Mary Erskine School Edinburgh their second Trophy of the day. George Heriots School were judged to be the best turned out with their beautifully plaited ponies.
 Teams travelled from Dumfriess and Fife  to participate in the junior section of the event. Langholm Academy were competing at the schools championships for the first time. They  were delighted to take the turnout award back to school. Madras College finished  their two rounds  with just four faults and were able to take the title and ‘Scotland on Sunday’ Junior Team Trophy back to Fife. The school had previously won  this trophy in the year 2000.

Due to  a number of late withdrawals the Senior Team Section was reduced to two teams both from Dumfriesshire, namely Galashiels Academy and Stranraer Academy. Galashiels were in winning form. Their team included Claire Hancock who had won  an individual title earlier in the day The  three team members only collected four faults through their two rounds and took the title. However Stranraer pupils Kara Torrance, Sarah McIntyre and Jessica Marr  did not leave empty handed. They were beautifully turned out in matching colours and were awarded   the Turnout Trophy.
Schools competitions  have become a regular occurrence in the Jumps calendar  and there are three showjumping and one dressage competition in the school year from September through to June.
